The engine of the Aston Martin DB5 is very detailed but doesn't take
long to construct as long as these simple instructions are followed.
The instructions are broken down into smaller sections.

LEFT ENGINE BLOCK

PARTS: 007-B, 008-E

Clip the starter motor (008-E)
to the left engine block (007-B).
Fasten it with one Type L screw.

RIGHT ENGINE BLOCK
PARTS: O11-A, O11-B
Clip the oil filter assembly (011-A) firmly to
the right engine block (011-B). The assembly
has a specially shaped peg that fits into the
engine block in only one way.

PARTS: LEFT & RIGHT ENGINE BLOCKS GEARBOX/SUMP SECTION
Clip the assembled engine blocks together. From the right side of the engine block PARTS: 008-C, 008-D
(the side with the oil filter assembly), use two Type C screws to join the blocks. . Clip the clutch slave cylinder (008-D) to the

. underside of the gearbox/sump section 2 (008-C).

Put this section to one side for a moment.

PART: 008-B, 008-C

Clip the engine bracing piece (008-B)

to the gearbox/sump section 2 (008-C).
Use two Type L screws to fix them together.

PARTS: 004-B, 010-D PART: 004-A

Attach the radiator hose (010-D)
to the thermostat control that juts

. Clip the oil cap (004-A) to
the front of the cylinder head.
out from the side of the cylinder :

Clip the camshaft cover/breather cap assemblies (010-A, 010-B)
to either side of the cylinder head. The assemblies are fixed
underneath of the cylinder head using four Type Q screws.

Put the pieces to one side.

Clip the cross-shaft
assembly (010-C)

and the carburettor
assembly (009-D)
together as shown.

PARTS: CROSS-SHAFT ASSEMBLY,
CYLINDER HEAD SECTION

i Clip the cross-shaft assembly to

the cylinder head section, as shown.
i If this is slightly loose, don’t worry.
¢ In a moment it will be joined to
the engine block.

PARTS: CYLINDER HEAD ASSEMBLY,
ENGINE & TRANSMISSION SECTION
Clip the cylinder head section to the top
of the engine blocks. On the top of the
cylinder head are places for two Type D
screws to join the sections together.

PART: 009-C
Firmly fit the distributor cap (009-C) into the specially fitted space
in the right camshaft cover/breather cap assembly. This can

be found towards the rear of the top of the cylinder head. Clip
one of the leads from the distributor cap to the cylinder head.

PART: 009-B

Clip the ignition lead holder (009-B) to
the top of the cylinder head. From the
distributor cap, feed the remaining three
leads into the lead holder. Be patient.
This can be a little fiddly. Once done,
fit the three loose leads from the lead
holder into the cylinder head.
